| would like to salute our Board of Directors. The
Athenaeum’s Board consists of thirteen members; three
(elected in the City’s general election) and nine
(excepting the Secretary) who are nominated and elected
by ballot at the annual meeting of the Corporation. The Board is the governing
body of the Athenaeum and sets policy; our current President is Dr. Robert
Brown—aretired History Professor from Westfield State College. The staff,
under the leadership of the Director, carries out the day-to-day management and
operations of the Athenaeum.

Aswith most non-profit boards, standing committees and ad hoc
committees perform the governance duties of the Board. The Athenaeum has
six standing committees: the Executive Committee, the Finance Committee, the
Nominating Committee, the Personnel Committee, the Jasper Rand Art Museum
Committee, and the Historical Museum Committee. The Finance Committee,
consisting of the Treasurer, the Asst. Treasurer, two other Directors and two
Corporators, meets regularly to review the Athenaeum’s investments and
investment goals, and to present the annual budget to the City. The Board
oversees atotal budget of approximately $1.1 million. Of that amount, about
$750,000 is provided for by the City of Westfield.

The Athenaeum is fortunate to have a Board of Directors of highly
dedicated volunteers who truly support the mission of the Athenaeum. In good
times and in bad, the Athenaeum has relied on the wisdom and experience of its
board members to maintain the quality of the programs and services we provide.
Without their guidance, creativity, and determination, the Athenaeum would not
be celebrating its 142nd anniversary this year.
