and about his own experiences in Amsterdam as an adult under German
occupation, as the principal of the children’s school in the transit camp
Westerbork, and asan inmate in the Bergen-Belsen concentration camp, about
which he has written in his memoir, “Steal a Pencil for Me.” Book signing and
reception to follow.
